Junior Investment Officer:

1. Assist the Senior Investment Officers in analyzing industry trends, economic
variables, stockmarket, and fiscal/monetary developments - for purposes of
identifying investment opportunities.

2. Evaluate and recommend investment outlets (primarily bonds and stocks)

3. Write reports in respect of the above mentioned duties.

4. Conduct economic and investment strategy briefings for corporate and
individual clients as needed.

5. Report to the Investment Committee.


Research Assistant:
1. Assist the Investment Officers in providing management with timely
information on current micro and macro economic data, stockmarket,
industrial, financial/monetary and fiscal developments that may impact on
the Trust Funds - returns, its operations and financial position.

2. Help maintain database on macro and microeconomic variables for market
tracking.

3. Prepares visuals and handouts using appropriate computer programs
(Powerpoint, Excel, Word).

4. Attend workshops, seminars, conferences and presentations of
professional organizations/government agencies to keep abreast of current
and future developments critical to the bank, and to broaden Trust
Banking’s intelligence network base.
